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Dear Parishioners and Friends,

People asked Jesus about many things. In
the Gospel, we can find many questions which we
can certainly ask today. For example, what is Christianity?
This question is often unanswered. We hear about the
Church when someone "finds" a new problem. Certainly
it is worth talking about-but is this the essence of Christi-
anity? Therefore, ask what the Gospel teaches us about
Christianity.

When the Jews met Jesus, they asked themselves:
“What is this?” And immediately they answered their
own question: "A new teaching with power." What does
this mean?

Jesus teaches. He comes to help us to understand
what reality is, to understand today’s world. He talks
about the Truth, which is Himself. Thus, the essence of
the Church's teaching is the Truth.

Moreover, the teaching of Christ was new. It
meant that people hadn’t heard anything like that before.
And, this is also new because Jesus calls people to renew,
to change. When can we see it in the Church? We can see
it every time the Church celebrates the sacraments.

The teaching of Jesus also has its own power. His
words change reality. The power of Christ, which is in the
Church, can be seen by His humanity and humility.

Now, back to our initial questions. What is Chris-
tianity? What is the Church? It's the living and true Jesus
Christ, acting here and now. Jesus, who has the power to
renew man, because he became a man to be God with us.
It is he, Jesus Christ, who is the essence of the Church.

Jesus, who as we heard in the Gospel - " commands
even the unclean spirits and they obey him."

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

“ Forty days after Christmas, this week’s
ancient feast of the Presentation of the
Lord is an extension of the shining days
of Christ’s coming into the depths of
winter. This is the day when, for a thou-
sand years, the Church has blessed a year’s supply of candles.
In many places, a procession forms outside the church.
The core memory is of Simeon and Anna’s meeting with
the infant Jesus and his parents outside the temple on the
fortieth day after the child’s birth, and the delight of go-
ing to the table of the Lord for the Eucharist, a foretaste
of our final meeting with Christ.

For some Christians, today is known as “The Meeting,”
suggesting not only the encounter in the temple, but also
our assembly at the Lord’s table and our longing for the
kingdom. One story suggests that the commotion made by
so many candle-bearing, hymn-singing faithful in the
wintry fields of Germany on their joyful way to Mass
stirred the badger from hibernation to examine this promise
of springtime. The interrupted nap of the groundhog is
amazingly linked to the light of Christ driving away the
shadows of the world’s darkness. This beautiful feast only
rarely falls on a Sunday. What better reason could there

be for candles at dinner tonight?
